The RBI guidelines stipulated the implementation of NSFR at a consolidated level from December 2021
guarter and accordingly, NSFR has been computed at Group level.
The entities covered in the Group NSFR are SBI and seven Overseas Banking Subsidiaries. Commercial
Indo Bank LLC, Moscow, Nepal SBI Bank Ltd., State Bank of India (California) Ltd, SBI Canada Bank, State
Bank of India (Mauritius) Ltd, Bank SBI Indonesia and SBI(UK) Ltd.

SBI Group NSFR comes to 118.51% as on 31st March 2022 which is above the minimum regulatory
requirement of 100%.

Available stable funding (ASF) is defined as the portion of capital and liabilities expected to be reliable over
the time horizon considered by the NSFR, which extends to one year. The Required stable funding (RSF) of a
specific group is a function of the liquidity characteristics and residual maturities of the various assets held by
that group as well as those of its Off-Balance Sheet (OBS) exposures.
