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Review of Major Ports Underway
to Identify Infra Shortcomings

Exercise aims at scaling up capacity and readying some ports for handling larger ships

New Delhi: India has initiated a
comprehensive review of its ports to
identify operational shortcomings,
government officials said.

All large ports are being evaluated
as a part of the exercise on multiple
parameters to identify infrastruc-
ture deficiencies and highlight im-
provements. The idea is to scale up
port capacities and ready some ports
for handling larger ships and green
transition, officials said.

“Upgrading existing ports into re-
gional maritime hubs is now the
plan,” a senior government official
told ET. The evaluation will enahle
the government to firm up bench-
mark standards and best practices
among ports that can be emulated na-
tionwide. The government also pro-
poses torank portsinanexercisethat
will run in tandem with this evalua-
tion and establish common mini-
mum standards.

The fresh improvements are being

planmed to supplement targets de-
fined under the Maritime India Vi-
sion 2030 (announced in 2020y and
work towards the Maritime Amrit
Kaal Vision 2047.

The exercise also aims to re-__
duce cargo handling and E
ship turnaround time so -
that capacity of existing Y.
ports can be opti-
mised, the official
added.
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Review of large ports underway

“New technologies and sectors have
emerged since the Vision 2030 goals
were defined and theyv need to be in-
corporated going forward,” the offi-
cial said. The evaluation will also in-
vestigate green infrastruc-
ture plans of the ports
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with some of them developing Green
Hydrogen storage and utilisation fa-
cilities. “Ports are undergoing rapid
changes. Scaling up renewable ener-
oy procurement and deploving solar
or wind generation facilities are also
on the agenda,” the official said, add-
ing that the review will look at the
scope for adopting futuristic technol-
ogies such as methanol and battery

powered ships. Major ports are
those under the administrative con-
trol of the centre while non-major
ones are governed by states where
they are located. “Each of our ports
have strengths on one or two parame-
tersand we wantotherstolearnfrom
them. This will ensure all-round im-
provementof Indian ports,” asecond
official said.

For example, he said Visakhapat-
nam, V.O. Chidambaranar, and New
Mangalore ports rely on renewable
energy ( RE) sources to meet theiren-
tire energy demand.

India to Push for New Disclosures at
FATF to Tackle Money Laundering

Coal Production
from Apr to Aug Up
6.4% t0 384.07 MT

New Delhi: India’s coal produc-
tion from April to August rea-
ched 384.07 million tonnes, gro-
wing 6.4% compatred to 3611 mil-
lion tonnesduring the correspon-
ding period of the previous year.
However, in August 2024, overall
coal production decreased slight-
Iy to 62.67 MT, down from 67.76
MT a vear back.

The fall in August was largely
due to above normal precipita-
tion impacting the mining and
mobility of thefuel.

The coal ministry re-
mains commitited to
meeting the country's
energy demands through reliab-
le coal production and supply; it
said on Tuesday

Coal supply in the country
from April to August 2024 was
at 412.69 million tonnes, an in-
crease of 5.2% compared to
392 4 million tonnes during the
corresponding period of last
vear. In August, however, coal
supply fell slightly to 69.94 mil-
lion tonnes, compared to 75.19
million tonnes a year back. Co-
al supply to the power sector
remains a key priority, the mi-
nistry said. —Our Bureau

New Delhi: India will push for bring-
ing in new disclosures for credit card
issuers, fintech providers and pay-
ment aggregators on cross-border
transactions at the Financial Action
Task Force (FATE) to make data ex-
change between member countries
more meaningful and effective.

The proposed disclosures, which
will be part of new standards in glo-
balanti-money laundering, arelikely
to be taken up at the FATF meeting in
April 2025, which will be hosted by In-
dia in Mumbai, officials said.

The Centre and RBI have already be-
gun discussions on identifying dis-
closures that can be brought about
without compromising the ease of
doing business.

Some of the disclosures being dis-
cussed include going bevond the pre-
sent reporting of just name and co-
untry of origin in case of cross-bor-
der transactions, which is being felt
inefficient and ineffective.

Digital Cos with 10% India Users Need CCI Nod for M&As

New Delhi: Mergers and acquisi-
tions involving digital firms that
have one tenth of their global users
or gross merchandise value in the
previous one year or annual turn-
over in India would require clear-
ance from the Competition Commis-
sion of India (CCI), as they would

then be considered to have “substan-
tial business operations” in this
country, the regulator=said.

The CCI (Combinations) Regula-
tions, 2024, which comes into effect
from September 10, follow the gov-
ernment’s Monday notification that
sald deal value above 2,000 crore
and where the target firm has “sub-
stantial business operations in In-
dia” would need regulatory clear-

ance. The CCl rules define what con-
stitutes substantial business oper-
ations. Transactions involving
non-digital firms that
have an annual gross
merchandise value or
turnover of more than
To00 crore in India will
need the mandatory regulatory ap-
proval, as per the new regulations.
The rules will apply to even those

transactions that are already signed
but not formally closed vet, the CCI
zaid, removing doubt over their ap-
plicability The deal value threshold,
infroduced in the amended competi-
tion law of 2023, aims to enable the
CCI to capture important deals, espe-
cially in the digital sector, which
could otherwise escape its scrutiny
based on the traditional assetorturn-
over criteria, experts have said.

India Committed to
Cut Budget Deficit
over Medium
Term, says Fitch

New Delhi: The government
is committed to reducing the
budget deficit over the medi-
um term even amid demands
from its coalition partners on
the newly elected administra-
tion and despite its sustained
focus on pushing for economic
growth through higher public
capex, Fitch Ratings said
Tuesday

Fitch said India using the Re-
serve Bank of India (RBD divi-
dend toloweritsfiscal deficit tar-
get for the fiscal year ending
March 2025 reinforces its view
that the country prefers fiscal
consolidation
over additional
spending.

In the full bud-
opt presented in
July, the govern-
ment lowered the fiscal deficit
target to 4.9% for the current fis-
cal against 51% estimated in
February's interim Budget.

“India has faced few challenges
financing its large deficits...In-
dia has achieved or outperform-
ed its budget deficit targets in
the Iast few years, improving its
fiscal credibility” Fitch said,
adding that it expects India’s
debt to GDP ratio to fall between
2024 and 2026,

Still India's deficit, and inter-
est-to-revenue and debt ratios re-
main high compared with ‘BBB’
category sovereign peers, the re-
port said.

India’s adherence to the Fiscal
Responsibility and Budget Man-
agement Act (FRBM), effective
since 2004, reduced the central
covernment's deficit in the first
tew years, and India was upgrad-
ed to investment grade in 2006 as
a result. However the central
government only once met the
act’s deficit ceiling of below 3%
of GDP just before the Global Fi-
nancial Crisisof 2008.

NaBFID Seeks Lower

New Delhi: National Bank for Fi-
nancing Infrastructure and Deve-
lopment (NaBFID) is in discus-
sions with the Reserve Bank of In-
dia for reducing the capital requi-
rements for finaneial institutions
offering credit enhancement.

The infrastructure lender has al-
50 sought permission from the re-
gulator to offer this product, NaB-
FID deputy managing director
Samuel Joseph Jebaraj told ET.

"We are in discussions with the
RBI on making credit enhance-
mentaviable product. One sugges-
tion i3 to reduce the capital requi-
rement for financial institutions
providing credit enhancement,
which would make the product
more attractive,” he said, adding
they are hopeful that the RBI may
issue revised guidelines in the
nexttwoor three months.

Credit enhancement involves
lenders providing guarantees to
improve the credit ratings of
bonds issued by corporates,
enabling them to access funds
from the bond market on better
terms. Lenders are required to
set aside capital for creditenhan-
cement, which varies depending
on the bond's rating.

Lowering capital requirements
will help financial institutions
provide guarantees for more
bonds and also lower the guaran-
tee foe, which will encourage more
corporates to avail of the product.

Following a review meeting earli-
er this yvear, finance minister Nir-
mala Sitharaman advised NaBFID
to introduce a structured partial
credit enhancement facility to-
wards deepening bond markets, in-
cluding for urban local bodies and
municipalities.
