Bijapur encounter fake, cops fired at tendu collectors: Protesters

Raipur: Two days after secu-
rity forces claimed to have kil-
led 12 Maoists in an encounter
in Bastar division’s Bijapur,
local villagers, mostly wo-
men, marched to the district
headquarters accusing police
of a fake encounter. Inmocent
villagers were gunned down
while c¢ollecting tendu leaves,
they claimed.

lochan Kashyap said thosekil-
led were Maoists, many of
whom carried bounties. Chief
minister Vishnu Deo Sai has
praised police for their action
against Maoists. “Just two da-
ys ago, 12 Maoists were killed

in an encounter,” the CM said
on Sundaynight.

In Bijapur, however, the
protest is gaining momen-
tum. Tribal rights activists
plan to visit Pidiya village,
around 40 km from Bijapur,

on a fact-finding mission and
Maoists have issued a state-
ment alleging that innocent
villagers werekilled in the po-
liceaction.

Protesters from Pidiya vil-
lage in Bijapur's Gangaloor
region, where the alleged en-
counter occurred, began arri-
ving at the district headquar-
terson Saturday

The protesters are now
camping there, seeking justi-
ce for the ‘fake encounter”.

Women protesters, com-
municating in their native
language, claimed that securi-
ty forces shot residents from
Pidiya and neighbotiring Ita-
war village when they were
gathering tendu leaves, a cru-

cial livelihood activity in the
area. One of the agitators, Av-
lam Budri, said police arres-
ted her husband during tendu
leaf collection Friday.

Tribal activist Soni Sori,
who accompanied them and
translated their dialect into
Hindi, told reporters in Bija-
pur that Friday’s police enco-
unter was fake and security
personnel had “fired indiscri-
minately at tendu collectors™.

Rakesh Avlam, whoidenti-
fied himself as a Pidiya resi-
dent, alleged that one of his
cousins was injured in the po-
liceaction.

Former CM Bhupesh Bag-
hel posted on X that security
forces should “keep in mind

New Delhi: Inararemove, the Supreme Court
on Monday sought response from Himachal
Pradesh high court toapetitionfiled by twose-
nior most district judges who alleged that the
HC collegium did not consider theirnamesfor
appointment as HC judges inblatant breach of
SC collegium’s advice and Union law mini-
ster’s communication.

A bench of Justices Hrishikesh Roy and
Prashant Kumar Mishra asked senior advoca-
te Arvind Datar whether the two district jud-
