Nikta M., a 48-year-old reside-
nt of Borivali, Mumbai, was
defrauded of Rs5.91 lakh by a
scammer posing as Dr. Mohit
Gupta, a rheumatologist of In-
dian origin based in America.

She met him through a mat-
rimonial website in July 2025.
Claiming to be deployed at the
Gaza border during the Israel-
Palestine conflict, Gupta said
he couldnt conduct financial

transactions and needed
funds to return to India to
marry Nikta.

He convinced her to send
Rs2 lakh to a Punjab and
Maharashtra Bank account in
Bengaluru for a leave applica-
tion, Rs1.9 lakh for an NBI cer-
tificate, and Rs.2 lakh for alleg-
ed tax clearance, involving a
person named Lieberman.

Gupta shared an email
address for someone named
“Liberal” to facilitate the leave
process, but further demands
for money raised Nikta’s suspi-
cions.

When she questioned why
he had no local contacts in
India, Gupta’s vague responses
confirmed her doubts about
the scam. On August 5, 2025,
Nikta reported the fraud to
the cyber helpline, prompting
Borivali police to register a ca-
se on August 6 against Gupta
and Lieberman under IPC
Sections 66(A) and 66(D) of the
IT Act, Section 3(5) for crimi-
nal conspiracy, and Section
318(4) for cheating under the
Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita.

In November 2023, compla-
inant Ravi Kalmeshwar Pujari
and his wife dined at the bra-
nd’s Yari Road outlet and later
expressed interest in acquiring
a franchise. Shetty allegedly
quoted a franchise fee of Rs20
lakh plus GST, along with a
Rs10,000 outlet ID fee. Pujari
transferred Rsl10 lakh on No-
vember 29, 2023, and Rsl3.6
lakh on December 22, 2023, to
Shetty’s firm, Mankar Foods
and Retail. A franchise agree-
ment was signed on December
15, 2023, with Pujari’s daughte-
rs named as franchisees. In Ja-
nuary 2024, Pujari rented a Vi-
le Parle property for the outlet,
paying a deposit of Rs3.05 lakh.

The business, however, nev-
er took off. Pujari later disco-
vered that Shetty had been
arrested in Bengaluru over si-
milar franchise disputes. Altho-

ugh the Karnataka High Court
had held those matters to be ci-
vil in nature, Pujari chose to wi-
thdraw from the arrangement.

Shetty maintains he acted
in good faith, even issuing two
cheques to Pujari with an as-
surance of payment after cer-
tain contractual terms were
met. He alleges that despite
this, Pujari lodged an FIR.
Shetty’s anticipatory bail pleas
were rejected by the Dindoshi
sessions court in September
2024, the High Court in Nov-
ember 2024, and the Supreme
Court in January 2025.

The plea urges the HC to qu-
ash the FIR, arguing that the
dispute is contractual and lacks
the ingredients of a criminal of-
fence. It also seeks a stay on the
probe, protection from arrest,
and a direction to prevent the
police from filing a charges-
heet without court permission.

Plant Quarantine
officials face CBI
probe for bribery

The CBI has launched a probe
against officials of the
Regional Plant Quarantine
Station (RPQS) in Mumbai, a
critical checkpoint for plant
and plant product imports
and exports through the city’s
ports and airports.

The case has been regis-
tered against RPQS officials,
CFS company officials, and
the CHA staffer on charges of
criminal conspiracy, bribery
of a public servant, taking
undue advantage to influence
a public servant by corrupt
or illegal means, obtaining
undue advantage without
consideration, and abetment.

The investigation stems
from allegations of collusive
corruption, with officials
reportedly demanding bribes
from importers and
exporters, either directly or
through Custom House
Agents (CHAs), to facilitate
their work.

The RPQS office conducts
mandatory  phytosanitary
inspection of all imported
plant materials, seeds, fruits,
vegetables, and plant prod-
ucts to prevent entry of
harmful pests and diseases.

CBI  officials  stated,
"Information was received
that some RPQS officials

demand  payments to
expedite inspection and
clearance processes, particu-
larly for time-sensitive per-
ishable goods. Importers
facing demurrage charges
may resort to paying bribes
to avoid delays. The officials
selectively inspect certain
consignments while allowing
others to pass without proper
examination in exchange for
monetary considerations.”
The information also
revealed that officials pre-
scribed unnecessary expens-
ive treatments or recom-

mended specific service
providers for kickbacks,
sometimes overlooking

required treatments for con-
taminated shipments after
receiving bribes. Issuance of
phytosanitary  certificates
without proper inspection
for financial gain was also
reported.

To verify these allegations,
a CBI team conducted a joint
surprise check (JSC) on July
16, 2025, at a Container
Freight Station (CFS) in Navi
Mumbai. They identified a
CHA company staffer collect-
ing bribes on behalf of RPQS
officials.

The JSC team recovered
Rs2.26 lakh in cash, which the
staffer admitted was bribe
money collected from vari-
ous CHAs for routine work.

Bandra residents
raise late-night woes

The residents of Bandra,
Khar and Santacruz raised
concerns about the increas-
ing nightclub venues operat-
ing till late post midnight
with the civic body.

In a meeting with the offi-
cials of the H/West ward, they
demanded a review and audit
of the Bandra  Fort
Reclamation project, citing
quality concerns.

They requested tree prun-
ing near St. Paul Road and
urgent action on tilted trees
near Morning Apartment.
Citizens complained of poor
water pressure and

demanded sustainable sol-
utions.

They also pointed out seve-
rely damaged roads needing
immediate repair. Residents
sought action against unauth-
orised hawkers and illegal
commercial activities in resi-
dential buildings. They dem-
anded direct property tax
payment options and civic
preparedness for festivals
like Ganesh Chaturthi and
Mount Mary Fair.

Strengthening ALMs,
improving waste segregation,
and regular garden mainten-
ance were also emphasised.
A citizen review of the
Bandra Fort restoration pro-
ject was also called for.
